GENERAL EXAM INFORMATION

The exam relates to the Autodesk AutoCAD software. The 60-minute exam tests the knowledge and
skills required to meet the exam objectives listed in the Exam Guide. To see the exam guide and general
information about the AutoCAD certification exam click here:

The exam includes
thirty multiple choice, point and click, and matching questions. A score of 77% is required to pass.

Note: There are two certification options available for Autodesk AutoCAD: AutoCAD 2010 Certified
Associate and AutoCAD 2010 Certified Professional. If you want to go a step further and earn the
credential of AutoCAD Certified Professional, you must also pass the AutoCAD Certified Associate exam.
You can pass the exams in any order, but to achieve the professional certification, both exams must be
passed. The exam for Professional certification is 90 minutes long and a score of 80% is required to pass.

TEST PREP

For the 2010 Certified Associate exam, Autodesk recommends the course “Learning AutoCAD 2010 “(or
the equivalent) plus 100 hours of hands-on application time. (In the event that you are interested in the
2010 Certified Professional exam, Autodesk recommends the same course or equivalent plus 400 hours
of hands-on application time. Training Guides from Autodesk are the preferred classroom training
material for Autodesk Training Centers. The same guides can be used for self-paced learning and can be
purchased through a training center you can find here www.autodesk.com/atc, or at the Autodesk on-
line store via this link:

The cost of the AutoCAD 2010 Certified Associate exam is $75. The Professional exam is $125.

If you are an AutoCAD 2009 Certified Professional you can update your certification to AutoCAD 2010
Certified Professional by passing the AutoCAD 2010 Certified Associate exam. This applies only to re-
certification from 2009 to 2010. If you are certified on an earlier release, you will have to take both the
Certified Associate and Certified Professional exams to earn 2010 Certified Professional certification.
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
